If campers bring or are sent food or beverage items, these items must be stored away
from the cabin. If the camper is riding the bus home, these items will not be returned as
they may present a risk to any campers with food borne allergies.

We encourage non-food items such as books, board or card games or other group
novelty items that can be shared with all be sent to our campers.
